Topic: News

"Reporting from Room 106"

Standards:

Students indentify, describe and report ways a community influences the experiences of others.

Students participate in classroom community as a reporter and as an audience member. 

Content Objectives:

Students will learn that:

· Reporting takes time and practice
Process Objectives:

Students will:

· Revise papers into 30 second or so segments.
· Read their papers to their small writing groups to get feedback.

· Practice reporting. 

· Report their segment while being videotaped.

· Take notes on classmates' segments.

· Watch themselves on TV when the whole class has been taped.

· Discuss what they learned from each of their classmates' reporting. 

Affective Objectives:

Students will:

· Respect classmates' story/angles
· Positively encourage classmates' and remember not everyone likes being on camera.

· Be a polite audience
Materials Needed:

· Paper and Pencils
· Computer

· Video camera equipment and tape

· TV

Lesson Context:

Today students will cut their papers into 30 second segments as if they were reporting for a television station.  After the students revise their papers, they will practice reporting in their groups, and making sure to listen that the important details of the paper are still present.  
Revising Reports:

· Help students prepare to cut their paper into a 30 second segment for a news program.  Make sure they keep the important details of what their paper is about.  Explain that this is a very difficult task, because every aspect of their paper is important, but unfortunately in the world of fast-paced news reporting there is not always time for every detail.  
· When students have revised, they will read their segments to their writing groups.  Students can help each other add or crop out details.

News Reporters:

· We will set up a news station in our classroom and prepare a news desk, and set up scenes that students will need to report their story from.  
· Students will watch three news clips and look for mannerisms that reporters have.  

· Students will brainstorm important things for a reporter to do.

· Speak clearly

· Does not read directly from paper the whole time

· Good eye contact

· Good pronunciation

· Knowledge of story

· Students will practice reading their stories aloud to themselves or a partner.  Students can give each other constructive criticism about their reports.  Make sure to discuss what this looks like.  Give an example of how to do this…. Your report has many great details, so I think reading it slower would help your audience understand each detail more.

· When students are ready they will volunteer to report their story while I videotape them. 

· While student anchors are reporting the rest of the class will take notes on the facts the news reporter is trying to get across.  
· Taping each student may take a few days.  

· When finished taping each student (at the end of the week most likely) replay the news segments for the class to watch.  

· After the final viewing, discuss what new things about Hurricane Katrina that students may have learned.  Did the angles presented affect your opinion of the disaster at all?  Was it difficult to cut your story down to a shorter segment?  Is there anything reporters can do about this?  Will you view reporting differently now?
Assessment:

Students will be assessed on their final paper.
