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"Field Trip/ Speaker"

Standards:

Students will observe a reporter in a studio and have the opportunity to watch how a news station works.

Students will see how the community affects a new station and learn the responsibilities and role of each employee.

Students will demonstration use of tools as they combine research, writing and reporting skills.  

Content Objectives:

Students will learn that:

· It takes many employees to make the news station work.
Process Objectives:

Students will:

· Brainstorm questions for a reporter and television station
· Go on field trip

· Discuss what we saw on the field trip

· Make class thank you card

Affective Objectives:

Students will:

· Appreciate the time the station staff is taking for this field trip/speaker.
Materials Needed:

· News station/ reporter willing to speak with our class
· Paper and pencils for note taking

Lesson Context:

Today is the last lesson in the news-media unit.  Today we will be taking a field trip to a local news station.  The students will form questions in groups to ask at the station.  Students will have the opportunity to see what a real news station looks like, sit in the news desk, see the cameras and talk with reporters.
Field Trip:

· Ask students what they think the inside of a news station looks like.  

· Tell students they will have the opportunity to see what a real news station looks like because we will be going on a field trip to NBC15!  

· Brainstorm and list questions that the students may have about a news station or questions they would like to ask a reporter.  Compile the list of questions so they will be ready on the field trip for students to refer back to.
· Review fieldtrip behaviors and explain we are guests at NBC15 and we want to represent our school well.  

Returning from the Field Trip:

· When we return from the field trip have follow-up questions ready.

· What was your favorite part of the news station?

· If you could be a reporter, what would you want to report?

· Judging from our class news station and the real news station, what do you think the most difficult or most fascinating thing about reporting the news is?

· Make a thank you card with the class for the news station and have all of the students sign the card.  

Assessment of the Unit:

Students will be assessed formally and informally throughout the unit by:

· Follow-up questions after each lesson.

· Research and writing

· On camera news report

· Encouragement participation in their writing groups

· Final questions after the field trip
