Topic: Media

Lesson One: Magazine Advertising

Media has huge implications on the social context of everything in my students' lives, analyzing it will help myself and the students realize how strong of an impact it truly has.

While working in a group, the students will be sharing supplies and personal belongings, I will be certain to address how we treat other students' belongings.

During our wrap-up, we will discuss how these advertisements impact our choices that we make in life.
Materials Needed:

· Magazines

· Scissors

· Butcher paper

· Glue

Objectives:

· SWBAT identify advertisements in a magazine.

· SWBAT work together as a group.

Lesson Context:


This is the first lesson of a 5-lesson unit on the media and students' lives.

Lesson Opening (5 minutes):


I ask the students what media means; I will not give any hints or clues if they have no idea, I will just simply ask what they think it means. We will brainstorm and write our ideas on the board.

Procedures (30 minutes):

1. Explain what media means (5 minutes): I will inform my students that media means a lot of different things, but one thing that it can mean is advertising, and we are going to investigate more about advertising today.

2. Explain magazine activity (5 minutes): I will pull out a magazine and ask my students where we can find advertising in the magazine. If they are uncertain, I will give examples and explain that an advertisement is where a picture or words are used to try to sell a product. I will demonstrate how, in groups, the students will rip out or cut out ads and glue them onto the large butcher paper.

3. Magazine activity (20 minutes): I will split the children into groups of 4 and give them a few magazines, glue, butcher paper and scissors and have them work together. I will be wandering around watching my students and guiding as necessary.
Closure (10 minutes):

I will have the students come back together as a class and discuss what we found (how many advertisements there were, what they were for, etc.). We will next have a discussion about how these advertisements impact our lives as far as what we decide to buy, why we buy it, and wherever else the discussion goes. I will wrap-up by explaining to the students that they are to keep a journal of all of the advertisements they see over the next week (by drawing, writing, or taking pictures).

Assessment:

I will be watching the students as they are working to see if they understand the difference between the magazine content and the advertisements. I will also be monitoring their work in groups to be certain that they are working well together. Our final discussion will help me see if their knowledge grew during the activity and if they are thinking more about the impact of media on their lives.
