Lesson Two: Guest Speaker

UW-Madison Teacher Education Standards:

I will bring in an expert from the community to discuss advertisement with the students in order to help them make the connection that there are experts all around us who are willing to help.

We will discuss how we are having a special guest, so we must act appropriately and use our manners that we have learned and behave just as well as we behave in school.
NCSS Standards:

· Help learners to understand the various forms institutions take, their functions, their relationships to one another and how they develop and change over time.
We will approach advertising as an institution, and ask many questions of our guest speaker, including how advertising has changed over time.
Materials Needed:

· Guest speaker (local television executive)

Objectives:

· SWBAT come up with questions for the guest speaker, and ask them respectfully.

· SWBAT connect television advertising to magazine advertising.

Lesson Context:


This is the second lesson of a 5-lesson unit on the media and students' lives. In our first lesson we went over what advertising is in magazine form.

Lesson Opening (15 minutes):


We will all sit on the rug as a class and discuss what sorts of questions we have for our guest speaker. I will write them down and send them to our guest speaker ahead of time so he will be able to prepare if he wishes.

Procedures (20 minutes):

1. Introduce our guest speaker (5 minutes): I will introduce our guest speaker to the class and have him speak for a few minutes about what he does at the television station.

2. Ask the questions (30 minutes): I will have the students take turns asking the questions we came up with as a class, and encourage them to ask any other questions they come up with while he is speaking, but to make sure to wait until the appropriate time and not to interrupt.
Closure (10 minutes):

We will have a discussion after he leaves about what we learned and I will ask the students how this connects to our lesson that we did on magazine advertising.

Assessment:

I will work with the students while we are coming up with questions for our guest speaker, so I will be able to see who is coming up with questions and who may need more guidance. During our closing discussion I will be able to assess whether or not the students understand the connection of the different forms of advertising.
