Lesson Five: Media Journal

I informed the students that their media journals may be recorded in many different ways, shapes or forms including drawings, photographs, writing, or any other ways they wish.

We will discuss what sorts of advertisements the students saw and if they were necessities or luxuries.

We will discuss how the media we saw influences our lives and the culture around us.
Materials Needed:

· Students' media journals

Objectives:

· SWBAT record and explain different advertisements they see.

· SWBAT combine ideas and experiences and discuss similarities and differences.

Lesson Context:


This is the final lesson of a 5-lesson unit on the media and students' lives. It is a wrap up of the many things the students have discovered, including patterns in advertising as well as how much advertising we simply see all around us.

Lesson Opening (15 minutes):


I will have all of the students sit on the rug and bring their media journals with them. We will share our favorite advertisement that we saw.

Procedures (20 minutes):

Discuss more in-depth what we saw (20 minutes): I will start off a discussion on what sort of things we saw advertised. I will have "Luxury" written on one side and "Necessity" written on the other. I will explain to the students what the difference is, and then ask them to tell me what sorts of advertisements belong under which category. For example, an advertisement for food would be a necessity, but it can be tricky because you may not need the specific food that is being advertised. I will ask the students what they think about this and see where the discussion goes next.

Closure (10 minutes):

We will go over what sorts of advertisements there are that we see all the time, and how necessary the products offered truly are. I will ask the students how this might impact our life and our society; if people are constantly trying to sell us something, how do we respond? This part will be more student-led in order to get a true sense of what the students learned over the course of the unit.

Assessment:

As I am hearing my students' observations from their media journals, I will be able to see if they were able to record their observations well enough to repeat them to the class. I will also be collecting the media journals to see how my students recorded the advertisements they saw. I will also have the students comparing and contrasting what they saw, so we will be able to analyze similarities and differences. If they do not understand, I will be able to guide them in the right direction.
